
The law requires that Round 2 occur in specific metropolitan statistical areas (MSAs). MSAs are areas
designated by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) that include major cities and the suburban areas
surrounding them. On January 8, 2008, CMS announced 70 MSAs for Round 2. The Medicare Improvements
for Patients and Providers Act of 2008 (MIPPA) requires that Round 2 occur in these MSAs. In 2010, the
Affordable Care Act (ACA) added 21 MSAs to the original 70 MSAs for Round 2 for a total of 91 MSAs. ACA
specifies that the additional 21 MSAs must "include the next 21 largest metropolitan statistical areas by total
population" after those already selected for Round 2. These MSAs are highlighted below in the chart.

The 91 MSAs for Round 2 are as follows:

The Round 2 competitive bidding areas (CBAs) are defined by specific ZIP codes related to an MSA. A CBA
may be the same size as, larger than, or smaller than the related MSA, depending on a variety of considera-
tions; for example, the exclusion of low population-density areas within an MSA or the inclusion of areas
outside of an MSA that are part of a normal service area for suppliers in that MSA. The CBA is the area
wherein only contract suppliers may furnish competitively bid items to beneficiaries unless an exception is
permitted by regulations. MIPPA allows for the subdivision of MSAs with populations over 8 million into
multiple CBAs. Most Round 2 MSAs have only one CBA. However, the three largest MSAs (Chicago, Los
Angeles, and New York) are subdivided into multiple CBAs, so there are a total of 100 CBAs.
